•	Lunch detentions
•	Before and/or after school detentions
•	Saturday Detentions
•	Peer Mentoring
•	In-school suspension
•	Out-of-school suspension
•	Referral to law enforcement officials
•	Alternative placement
•	Expulsion
•	Referral to truancy
•	Other disciplinary action deemed appropriate by the administration
